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1 Introduction

The pagegrid package of Heiko Oberdiek, prints page grid in the background. Un-
fortunately, this package does not play nicely with bidi package. The bidipagegrid
package modifies pagegrid package to allow bidirectional (both right to left and
left to right) page grid in the background.

2 Documentation

The bidipagegrid package provides all the options and user commands of pagegrid
package; in addition, it provides an option for the direction of the page grid, namely
direction (for entire document). There are only two values for this option, RTL,
and LTR. By default, RTL is active. If you want LTR page grid, you will load the
package in this way:

\usepackage [direction=LTR]{bidipagegrid}
The following two commands are also provided:
\setLTRpagegrid sets the direction of the page grid to LTR.

\setRTLpagegrid sets the direction of the page grid to RTL.
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
