While rural places in the U.S. continue to make
gains in bridging the digital divide, many are still
un-served or underserved by high speed
telecommunications. Some areas that have made
gains in achieving access to high speed, continue
to struggle with populations who are not
'technology savvy' and are therefore not taking full
advantage of the power of the world wide web to
create wealth while allowing them to enjoy the
benefits of living in a rural setting.
