Technology enters the classroom today in a whirl of public discourses that valorize or demonize
computers and the Internet. Structuring subjectivity in a bipolar fashion, these discourses offer
educators only two positions: either proponents or opponents of new technology. Both positions are
deterministic and construct similar romantic subjects that exhibit little agency. Because the reach of
these opposite stances is so broad, this article interrogates the history and contemporary presence of
